We continue with halo release
around veteran oaks and cutting
back scrub, thus allowing sunny
glades, which should improve
the habitat for many moths and
butterflies. This work will also
allow regeneration of thorn and
sallows to create new growth.

Large areas of lowland heathland |
in southern England have been
lost over the past century due to
changes in agriculture and land
use.

Our task here is to selectively
remove young birch saplings which
are encroaching the central heath.
